e Always switch off the unit when not in use.

Stereo headphone connecting

e For private listening, insert 3.5 mm headphone into the stereo headphone jack (on the back side of the unit).

Radio operation

e Set FUNCTION switch to RADIO position.

e Select your desired broadcasting band with BAND switch.

e Adjust the telescopic antenna appropriately to obtain the best reception on the band selected.

e Adjust the level and quality of sound with VOLUME regulator.

FM and FM stereo reception

e Set the BAND switch to FM position, programmer is received in mono mode.

NOTE: In particular when stereo signal is weak and much noise are received, it is preferable to receive the programmer in mono.
e Set the BAND switch to FM ST position, programmer is received in stereo mode, thus FM STEREO indicator should light up.

Cassette playback

Slide the FUNCTION switch to TAPE position.

Press the STOP/EJECT button to open the cassette compartment.

Insert a cassette and push the cassette door to close the cassette compartment.

Press the PLAY button to start the playing.

e Adjust the level and quality of sound with VOLUME knob.

NOTE:

e Press the PAUSE button to pause the playing.

e Press the STOP/EJECT button to stop the playing, press the button again to open the cassette door and you can take out the tape.
e When the tape plays to the end, playing will be stopped automatically and releases the PLAY button at the same time.

e Press the "STOP" button followed by the "REWIND" or "FAST-FORWARD" button to rewind or forward the tape at high speed.

Cassette tape recording

Insertion & removal of discs

e  When opening the CD-door, always ensure the disc is not in motion (not spinning) when you open the CD-door. Always press "STOP" button to stop the
disc spinning first.

e Place a CD into the compartment with the label-side (printed side of disc) facing upwards. Press down in the center part of disc until the disc "locks" onto
the center spindle.

e When the CD has been placed onto the center spindle, gently lower the CD-door downwards until it locks shut.

e The CD is now ready to be played.

e To remove a disc, follow the same procedure as described above, except to remove the CD instead of inserting it into the compartment, by placing one
finger at the middle of disc (center spindle) & the other at the edge of the disc & gently pulling upwards.

e Important : always hold a CD by its edges. Avoid getting any finger prints, smudges or dirt onto the surface of a disc. In case this happens, use a special

Program mode

e Up to 20 tracks can be programmed for disc play in any order or the same track can be repeated up to 20 times. Before use, be sure to press the STOP

button.

Press the PROG button, the track number will flash on the display.

Select a desired track by using the BACK AND NEXT buttons.

Press the PROG button to confirm.

Repeat steps described above to enter additional memories into the program if necessary.

After a maximum of 20 songs (or less) have been selected as described above, press the PROG button.

The display will now show the exact song sequence in memory by displaying all the song numbers rapidly.

Also, the program led-light will remain "on" to indicate that you have saved a program-memory (sequence).

When all the desired tracks have been programmed, press PLAY button to play the disc in the order you have programmed.

To stop the CD, press the STOP button.

MP3 operation

e The disk will spin and perform a full check of the disc to count the total number of songs. Then playback of the first song (track) will begin and the
display will indicate the current track no: (001).

e At any time during playback, press and release BACK AND NEXT buttons to skip backwards or forwards by one track.

e MP3 discs often have “folder” (sub-directories) which contain groups of songs.
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e If your MP3-CD has no folders, you can use the "skip +10/folder" button to jump 10 songs ahead. This is useful if you have many songs on you want to
quickly jump to a particular song.

e Press "skip +10/folder" several times until you reach a song number near to your desired song, and then press "back" or "next" repeatedly to arrive and
the exact song you desire.
