¢ |f, however, the airflow is in avertedly obstructed during use, the
built-in thermal safety cutout will automatically switch off the appli-
ance. The hair dryer will switch on again automatically after cooling
down for a few minutes.

¢ Always unplug your appliance after use and before cleaning it!

e This hair dryer is protected against overheating. If the air inlet grille
or the air outlet is covered up, the safety cutout will automatically
switch off the hair dryer. After cooled down sufficiently, the hair dryer
will switch on again and continue to function as usual.

¢ When the hair dryer is used, high temperatures may occur which can
lead to bums if touched. For this reason, you should use the handle
provided and warn other users likewise.

¢ |f the grill becomes clogged, it should be cleaned (e.g. with vacuum
cleaner or brush), as otherwise the airflow will be obstructed to such
an extent that the thermal cutout will operate.

e Keep your hair away from the immediate vicinity of the air inlet open-
ing.

¢ Please check the cable for damage form time to time! In the event of
any necessary repair. Including replacement of the mains lead. vow
appliance should be sent to the specialist retailer (since the use of
special tools is necessary) from whom your hair dryer was acquired.

¢ Do not attempt to repair the hair dryer or replace a damaged supply
cord yourself. Improperly carried out repairs can expose the user to
considerable hazard. Please take the hair dryer to a local service cen-
tre for repairs or replacement.

inlet grille, to ensure proper airflow at all times.
